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2012 Journey to Excellence Tips 

 

With 2012 here gives each unit the opportunity to create a plan for the success of the Scout-

ing program in our unit for the coming year. One of the easiest ways to do this is by using the 

Journey to Excellence score for 2011 and addressing areas that need improvement from the 

previous year. 

 Here are a few helpful hints to help improve your Journey to Excellence score for 2012.  

Youth retention is a key area of importance for your unit and the Council.  If you are retaining 

your youth from year to year, you are delivering the program the youth became so excited 

about when they joined Scouting.  While doing your recharter, make sure you contact each 

youth before dropping them form the roster.  It is possible that youth are still interested, just 

had a busy fall schedule that kept them from being active with your unit.   

Make sure any youth your unit added at the end of the year were added to your charter.   

That youth may be participating and working on rank or merit badges.  Rank and merit 

badges cannot be earned if the Scout is not registered.  Make sure your Scout can receive the 

recognition for their hard work. 

Advancement is another area that your unit has direct control over in their Journey to Excel-

lence.  Is your unit doing on-line advancement at least once every three months?  Entering 

your advancement on-line became a new criteria for free rank patches at the Scout Shop for 

2012, it also allows your unit to keep records current and up-to-date. Internet advancement 

will give your unit a current roster of registered youth.  You cannot enter advancement thru 

internet advancement for a youth the Council does not have registered.  This will help your 

unit keep all Scouts registration current.  

Do you have Webelos on your charter that you know will be moving over to the Troop?  The 

proper way to transition a Webelos from Cub Scouts to Boy Scouts is to recharter them with 

the pack and then the Troop transfers them.  If this is done properly, it will affect your youth 

retention in a positive way.  

Does your Troop have Scouts that will turn 18 during the year?  When a Scout turns 18, his 

Scouting journey is not over.  He is, and can be, a vital part of your Troop.  They have many 

valuable skills they can teach the younger Scouts in a unit.  Have the Scout complete an adult 

BSA form and transfer from a youth to an Assistant Scoutmaster.  Doing this will help your 

retention score on your Journey to Excellence and give your unit a valuable resource.  

As you look at your unit’s score card, keep in mind the areas that are scored when doing your 

planning calendar.  If your unit is not doing internet advancement please contact your District 

Commissioner, District Executive, or the Council office for assistance to get your unit on 

their way to internet advancement.

ject for the Eagle Rank. This new workbook should immediately be adopted by all 

Scouts who are just starting or are in the planning phases of their Eagle Project. 

On January 1, 2012, the old version of the workbook will not be accepted under 

any circumstances, unless the Scout has already received approval for his project.  

 

The District Advancement Committee urges Scouts and Scoutmasters to 

download the new workbook (link below) and to read it over, as the format is 

different than before.  

 

The new workbook also establishes the position of "Eagle Scout Service Project 

Coach" at the Troop and District levels. The Eagle Coach is an adult leader who 

advises Scouts on the requirements for the Eagle Project and mentors the Scout 

through the Eagle process.

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Top 7 Facts & Lessons Learned From Geese 
By Christopher M. Knight  

 

Fact: As each goose flaps its wings it creates an "uplift" for the birds that follow. By flying in a 

V-formation, the whole flock adds 72% greater flying range than if each bird flew alone.  
Lesson: People who share a common direction and sense of community can get where they 

are going quicker and easier because they are traveling on the thrust of another. 

Fact: When a goose falls out of formation, it suddenly feels the drag and resistance of flying 
alone. It quickly moves back into formation to take advantage of the lifting power of the bird 

immediately in front of it.  
Lesson: If we have as much sense as a goose we stay in formation with those headed where 

we want to go. We are willing to accept their help and give out help to others. 

Fact: When the lead goose tires, it rotates back into the formation and another goose flies to 

the point position.  
Lesson: It pays to take turns going the hard tasks and sharing leadership. As with geese, peo-

ple are interdependent on each other's skills, capabilities, and unique arrangements of gifts, tal-

ents, and resources. 

Fact: The geese flying formation honk to encourage those up front to keep up their speed.  
Lesson: We need to make sure our honking is encouraging. In groups where there is encour-

agement, the production is greater. The power of encouragement (to stand by one's heart or 

core values and encourage the heart and core of others) is the quality of honking we seek. 

Fact: When a goose gets sick, wounded, or shot down, two geese drop out of formation and 

follow it down to help and protect it. They stay with it until it dies or is able to fly again. Then, 
they launch out with another formation or catch up with the flock.  
Lesson: If we had as much sense as geese, we will stand by each other in difficult times as well 

as when we are strong. 

Fact: Geese fly South for the winter in the Northern Hemisphere.  
Lesson: It is a reminder to take a break from the cold of winter and take a vacation to some 

place warm & sunny to rejuvenate ourselves. 

Fact: The larger flocks of geese usually inhabit areas where geese eating for humans is more 

popular or in demand, and where there are smaller flocks of geese flying, there is usually 
smaller demand for geese, to be used for human food. * This fact according to the Oklahoma 

State University Board of Regents study on geese.  
Lesson: Larger flocks of humans together may not always be as effective as smaller flocks who 

are able to maneuver much more quickly in life and business without being eaten up by the 

competition...so to speak. ;-) (yes, this was a stretch, but relevant, no? :)  
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To help Cubmasters and roundta-

ble commissioners develop reward-

ing, theme-based Cub Scout pack 

meetings each month, the National 

Council has created a series of 

meeting plans centered around the program’s 12 core 

values that use various themes to enhance the meet-

ing environment.

The first three, centered 

around the values of cooperation, responsibility, and 

citizenship, are already online at the Pack Meeting 

Plans site on scouting.org/cubscouts. 
 

When all the meeting plans are developed, there will 

be a total of 48 theme-related resources—four for each core value. The Cubmas-

ter can simply go online and choose which theme he/she would like to use for the 

pack meeting that focuses on that core value. Cub Scout roundtable commission-

ers also will be able to select a theme to present each month to help prepare 

Cubmasters.
